The Biodiversity Opportunity Areas (BOAS) map depicts the regional priority areas of opportunity for restoration
and creation of Biodiversity Action Plan (EAF) habitats. This is a spatial representation of the BAF targets and
the BOAS are areas of opportunity, not constraint. The BEOAS shown in the map do not include all the EAF
habitat in the region, nor do they include all the areas where BAF habitat could exist. In particular, maore worl

is needed to develop approaches in urban and in marine environments.
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
