Biodiversity Opportunity Areas Map

Use of the map and the GIS layer

Purpose of this note

To clarify how the Biodiversity Opportunity Area (BOA) map can be used and what restrictions will be placed on the use of the map.

Biodiversity Opportunity Areas 

Only the areas identified in on the South East Biodiversity Strategy website (http:strategy.sebiodiversity.org.uk) can be termed Biodiversity Opportunity Areas or BOAs. Other areas identified locally will need to be differentiated. For example they could be local BOAs.  

Image of the Biodiversity Opportunity Areas

Whenever a map of the BOAs is produced and/or published it must be accompanied by the following statements: 

The Biodiversity Opportunity Areas (BOAs) map depicts the regional priority areas of opportunity for restoration and creation of Biodiversity Action Plan (BAP) habitats. This is a spatial representation of the BAP targets and the BOAs are areas of opportunity, not constraint. The BOAs shown in the map do not include all the BAP habitat in the region, nor do they include all the areas where BAP habitat could exist. In particular, more work is needed to develop approaches in urban and in marine environments.
